o Hospital, Hospice, Home and Community-Based Developmental Disabilities Services Agency, 
Intermediate Care Facility, Assisted Living Facility, or Nursing Home Record 

o Nebraska Political Subdivision ID (state, county, city, public school, etc.) 
o Nebraska College or University ID (public or private) 

• If unable to get an ID because of a reasonable impediment, a certification can be completed instead of presenting valid photo ID. Reasonable 
impediments are 1) an inability to obtain a valid ID due to a disability, illness, or lack of birth certificate or other required documents or 2) religious 
objection to being photographed. 

• Reasonable Impediment Certifications may be printed from our website or requested by contacting our office.
